Hindi 102 is the second course in the beginning Hindi sequence. It builds upon the foundation of Hindi 101 by strengthening students’ skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Emphasis will be placed on conversational fluency, grammar, vocabulary expansion, and cultural contexts of the Hindi-speaking world.
